Word knowledge plays a
very important part in
"\ reading comprehension.
& “ As a child builds their
vocabulary their ability to comprehend
the written text is strengthened.
Children who are strong readers with a
high vocabulary will learn more word
meanings and therefore, read more.
Conversely, the child who lacks a
solid vocabulary will read less, will
read more slowly, and will read with
less enjoyment.

Research indicates that children of
all ages need to learn an average of
2000 to 3000 new words each year.
One of the best ways we can introduce
new words to children is with
conversation filled with rich language
and speaking opportunities. And of
course reading aloud to children is
also an excellent way to introduce
new words and build vocabulary, as
most children listen on a higher level
than they read. Listening to other
readers stimulates growth and
understanding of vocabulary and
language patterns.

This holiday season let us each take
time to enrich the lives of someone we
care for through good conversation,
listening and the gift of reading.
Wishing you all the joys of the season
and a bright new year.
